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T his statement, Christianity has an 
image problem, is the opening line 

of David Kinnaman’s book unChristian. 
Kinnaman, president of The Barna Group 
–  a research organization providing  
resources for spiritual transformation – 
states that “many of those outside of 
Christianity, especially younger adults, 
have little trust in the Christian faith, and 
[little] esteem for the lifestyle of Christ 
followers.”  That would be me and you…
OUCH! Kinnaman supports and unpacks 
these hard words using information from 
research done all across the US.   
 

The St. Paul’s staff, and a Sunday morn-
ing class with about 50 participants, are 
reading Kinnaman’s book unChristian 
and discussing the reality and implica-
tions of the increasingly negative percep-
tion that those outside the Christian faith 
– young Americans in particular – seem 
to have…of us!  It is challenging to  
wrestle with the charge that present day 
Christ-followers, in the eyes of those 
who observe us, lack a resemblance to 
the Christ we follow, and in fact are  
generally thought of as “judgmental, 
hypocritical, insensitive” and the list 
goes on: “antihomosexual, old-fashioned, 
too involved in politics, out of touch with 
reality, boring, confusing and not accept-
ing of other faiths.”.  Substantive       
research statistics as well as quotes from 
interviews illustrate real situations and 
events that led those outside Christianity 

to draw the conclusions they have.     
Kinnaman makes astute observations that 
invite (demand) reflection.   

 Consider the following observations: 
· “…the underlying concern of    

Christians often seems more about 
being right than about listening.” 

· “We have become famous for what 
we oppose, rather than who we are 
for.” 

· “Outsiders wonder if we genuinely 
care about them.  They feel like tar-
gets rather then people.” 

What is an appropriate response to such 
information?  It would be natural to get 
defensive, to argue, to lay blame, but if 
in fact this is the image that Christians – 
including St. Paul’s – portrays to the 
watching world, then we have some 
work to do. 
 

Admittedly there are no easy answers or 
quick fixes.  As Kinnaman points out, 
“…part of the reason Christians possess a 
bad reputation is because our faith     
perspectives grate against a morally   
relativistic culture…. As Christ’s repre-
sentatives, we have to articulate the real-
ity that there is a Holy Creator who holds 
us to a standard that exists beyond our 
finite, cracked lives…Our awareness of a 
transcendent being should alter who we 
are and how we think.” Yet in holding 
out that standard of a Holy God, we often 
come across as arrogant, uncaring and 
irrelevant. 
 

I hope these tidbits from Kinnaman’s 
book have stirred you up enough to want 
to know more.  You are invited to join 
the discussion on Sunday morning at 
10:30 in Doar Hall.  And if you cannot, 
but are interested, the book is unChris-
tian, by David Kinnaman and Gabe 
Lyons, published by Baker Books, 2007.

The Pastoral Care Food Freezer 
Ministry is a work in progress, a 
work that maintains  a freezer bank 
of soups and casseroles always on 
the ready to be delivered to fami-
lies  in times of special need.

Bon appetit 

S halom, meaning “Be whole and com-
plete,” is used by Jews as they leave 

and return.  Jews bless each other all day 
long. That is one of the many meaningful 
facts that I learned on the 2008 trip to the 
Holy Land. 
 

The tour was titled “The Life and World of 
Jesus.” We approached our study with the 
purpose of understanding our Jewish roots 
as well as viewing the New Testament 
through the eyes of the Old Testament. If 
we follow the threads of prophesy into  
Jesus’ lifetime, we will have a clearer un-
derstanding of scripture. If we know who 
Jesus is, we can be better disciples. 
 

The major appeal for my husband, Wade, 
and me was to be able to visit the places 
we read about in scripture, to walk where 
Jesus walked. In Nazareth we spent time in 
the Church of the Annunciation. Being in 
the site where Mary received the Holy 
Spirit was my first emotional moment. 
 

 

At the Jordan River, where John baptized 
Jesus, we all had a HUGE experience. 
There were Eastern Orthodox, Pentecos-
tals, Catholics, and Anglicans singing and 
baptizing or re-baptizing in different lan-
guages while in the same Spirit. My Rector 
and my husband immersed me three times, 
causing my next emotional period.   
 

One Sunday service was held on the bank 
of the Sea of Galilee. In God’s perfect tim-
ing, Mike preached about Peter as a small 
fishing boat with a man casting a net 
passed right behind him. During a power 
packed afternoon, we hiked past the Mount 
of Beatitudes, heard a homily at the site of 
the Great Commission, and sailed in a boat 
on the Sea of Galilee. 
 

In Jerusalem, we toured the Church of the 
Sepulcher, climbed Temple Mount, visited 
Mount of Olives, shopped in the crowded 
markets, and slipped a prayer into a crev-
ice of the Western wall. The historians 
among us were in their element; the 
Foodies    enjoyed Mediterranean fare; the 

Shop-aholics bought Dead Sea Bath prod-
ucts, olive wood nativities, and more.  
Each of us savored the time and reacted 
viscerally to different events. Incidentally, 
we never felt unsafe. 
 

One of the added benefits was that our 
Tour Leader, Michael Lumpkin, enjoyed 
traveling with his family but also was 
“working.”  Every day at significant 
points, he gave a touching homily, improv-
ing our perspective.   He gathered his flock 
nightly to reflect aloud. He made the trip a 
deeper spiritual reality, and he helped a 
diverse group become friends.

Land, now is the time. There are 30 slots 
for the April 7-20, 2010 trip. Sign up soon 
to reserve your place before the tour is 
opened to other groups.

Correction's First Step  
When you need to correct your child, start 
with calm words, avoiding threats or 
harshness. If children can respond to 
words then no further consequence is nec-
essary. After all, that’s the mature way to 
handle conflict and mistakes. When a 
boss sees an employee doing something 
wrong, the best thing is to start with 
words of correction. If that doesn’t work, 
the boss may have to bring in some other 
kind of consequence. 
 

You're teaching your child something 
very important when you start the correc-
tion process with words. You might even 
say to your child, "If words work, then 
that’s all we need. If you don’t respond to 
my words, then we’ll have to go to the 
next step.” Whether you’re working with 

a preschooler jumping on the couch or a 
sixteen-year-old coming in past curfew, 
the principle is the same—start with 
words of correction. 
 

We’re not suggesting that every time 
there’s an offense, you have a dialogue. If 
your son hits and you’ve already talked 
about hitting, then you can just proceed to 
the next step. What you’re trying to do, 
however, is train your children to eventu-
ally receive correction through words 
without needing a further consequence. 
 

Although your kids may need more than 
words at first, over time you’re moving 
them in the direction they should go in 
order to listen to God. It’s always best to 
respond to the whispers of the Holy Spirit 
in our hearts. But when we don’t listen, 
he’ll use other ways to get our attention. 
As parents, we don’t like to go further, 
but we will if we have to. Children need 
to see that their responsiveness or resis-
tance determines the extent of the correc-
tion.

Body of Christ at regular weekly wor-
ship.

Remember that if 
you think you might be contagious or if 
you simply prefer, it is sufficient to re-
ceive bread only (or wafer) at Commun-
ion.   
     We will continue to keep up with the 
progression of this flu season and will 
make changes as seem necessary for the 
good of the community. And, of course, 
the most powerful weapon is the power 
of prayer. Please pray for the health and 
protection of the community the nation 
and the world.
